What we need

Liquid dish soap, warm water (tap water), clean container with lid, glycerin,

bubble wand or straw

Instructions

1. Measure 6 cups of water into one container, then pour 1 cup of dish soap
into the water and slowly stir it until the soap is mixed in.

2. Measure 1 tablespoon of glycerin and add it to the container. Stir the
solution until it is mixed together.

3. You can use the solution right away, but to make better bubbles, put the
lid on the container and let the bubble solution sit overnight.

4. Dip a bubble wand or straw into the mixture, slowly pull it out, wait a few

seconds, and then blow.
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
